	The North American South Asian Law Student Association (NASALSA) 
and the North American South Asian Bar Association (NASABA) Foundation are 
proud to jointly announce our second annual Public Interest Fellowship.  The 
fellowship will continue to advance the mutual goals of NASALSA and the 
NASABA Foundation, including: 
 
· Protecting the interests of the South Asian American community in 
   North America, 
· Increasing opportunities for law students to engage in meaningful public 
   interest work, and 
· Elevating the status of the South Asian bar in the North American legal 
   community. 
 
	We will be awarding a $3000 fellowship to the law student who best meets 
our eligibility criteria.  The recipient must be engaged in unpaid summer public 
interest work in North America that relates to the South Asian American 
community.  He or she must attend an American Bar Association-approved law 
school and have already secured a reputable summer internship of at least ten 
weeks in duration.  He or she must also complete and e-mail the fellowship 
application by May 31, 2010. 
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	Applications will be reviewed by a committee involving members of 
NASALSA and the NASABA Foundation.  To ensure fairness, selection 
committee members who know particular applicants will be excluded from 
judging their applications.  A winner will be chosen based past Public Interest 
work, on the nature of their summer internship in relation to our goals, resume, 
academic credentials, and personal circumstances.  Selection committee members 
may also interview some applicants by telephone or other arrangement.  They may 
also contact an applicants’ employer or references.  The fellowship recipient will be acknowledged at the NASABA Conference in June.
